Explore Ooty
A town and municipality in the Niligiris District of the

Indian state of Tamil Nadu, officially known as

Udagamandalam.

It serves as the Nilgiris district's administrative centre

and is situated 128 kilometres South of Mysore and 86

kilometres North of Coimbatore.

In the Nilgiri Hills, there is a well-known hill resort.

Along with agriculture and tourism, the economy also

depends on the production of pharmaceuticals and

photographic film.

Tourists are drawn to it by its natural surroundings, and

it is a popular summer vacation spot.



Every tourist is mesmerised by this lake, which
is exquisitely situated between the lush
vegetation of mountains and sceneries. It was
formed as a result of a significant landslide
somewhere in the 1800s, hence the name. It is
well-known for its trout fishing, and a trout
hatchery is where you can get the necessary
gear. Camping, rafting, and trekking to other
mountainous regions, are poular activities
along with spotting wildlife in the surroundings.

Doddabetta Mountain, the tallest peak in the
Nilgiris, rises to a height of 2623 m. It is around
10 kms from Ooty at the intersection of the
Western and Eastern Ghats. This summit,
which is covered in dense sholas, is a favourite
among trekkers. The view from the peak's top
is incredibly mesmerising. There is a telescope
house with two telescopes at the top, offering
enthralling views of the surrounding valley. The
abundance of vegetation and fauna here adds
to Doddabetta Peak's allure.

This ancient toy train travels on
a 46 kilometre track while gliding past verdant landscapes and the magnificent Nilgiri
Mountains, providing a journey unlike any other.
